Welcome to Mat 270-Calculus I !  You should recognize that this is a university level course conducted at a  fast pace with a substantial workload. Expect to spend at least 9 hours weekly on homework, reading, getting help, etc. You also acknowledge that you are not assured of any minimum grade and will not be granted any exceptions other than those provided within university policy in place at this time.  You understand that changes may be made to the syllabus in order to meet the needs of the students in the class and that it is your responsibility to attend class every time it meets to keep abreast of any such changes.  Students are responsible for assigned material whether or not it is covered in class. Students are responsible for material covered in class whether or not it is in the text. Working regularly on assigned problems and attending class are essential to survival.  All students are expected to come to class each day prepared to discuss the assigned readings and participate in class exercises.  In each class, any student can expect to be called upon to lead the discussion on one or more of the readings and to answer questions posed by the instructor and other students.  
Attendance: A key to success in any mathematics course is regular attendance. In addition, it is the student's responsibility to be aware of any announcements made in class regarding course policies or assignments and be up to date on the material that was taught in class.  If a student emails the instructor regarding announcements or material covered in class, it is necessary that the student was excused for the day in order to receive an answer to the email.  If a student comes to office hours to ask questions regarding material covered in class or announcements made in class, the student is required to bring their notes or documentation for missing class.  Any information missed by a student due to an undocumented absence, late arrival, early departure, sleeping or simply not paying attention, it is the student’s responsibility to procure that information from sources other than the instructor.  Office hours are for students who need additional help, clarification or guidance with the course.  Students who miss class should not come to office hours with the expectation that the instructor will cover the lecture that they missed.  If a student missed class due to a personal emergency that can be documented, the student is responsible for reading the section that they missed and may come to office hours for clarification or additional help.  

 How to Study: Students often ask me for advice on how to prepare for a quiz or exam.  Be sure to look over the problems we covered in class, as well as the problems assigned for homework.  Make sure you can work out these problems without the aid of your notes or textbook and check to make sure that your solution is correct.  If you need assistance, please meet with me, or work with classmates for help.  If you make a mistake, be sure you understand not only the correct way to do the problem, but why your method was wrong.  If you understand the reasoning behind your actions, you are more likely to remember them and be successful.  I change or modify problems just enough to keep students from memorizing.  I highly recommend working in groups.  Within your group, pick problems and present them to each other.  Be sure you explain each step along the way, as if you were teaching a class.  If you stumble over a step, you now know the concept on which you need to focus.  If you can explain through an entire problem without any help or coaching, then you probably know the concept pretty well.  This does take some extra time, but if you are determined and serious about doing well in the class, this is a great way to go about doing it.
